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4.6.1 Risk Management for Environmental Hazards:

4.6.1.1. Hazard Strategy for: Collision – (environment or other riders). Collisions due to lack of attention or loss of control.
Prevention Solution: Inform participants about motor sport safety, proper hand signaling, wear helmets, maintain rider spacing on trails, point out dangerous intersections.
4.6.1.2. Hazard Strategy for: Trail Conditions.  Possible hazardous trail conditions would be overgrown, difficult, poorly marked and unrideable terrain. 
Prevention Solution: Pre-trip scouting mission to ensure trails are open and free of debris and obstacles.  Inform participants about possible hazards, uneven terrain and the possibility of other vehicle traffic on trails.
4.6.1.3. Hazard Strategy for: Equipment failure.  Equipment failure is defined as partial or total disabling of equipment.

Prevention Solution: Assure vehicles are properly maintained.  Ensure that guides have the ability to fix or substitute vehicle. 
4.6.1.4. Hazard Strategy for: Weather such as lighting, hail, torrential downpours

Prevention Solution: Use common sense during storms, seek shelter, monitor weather, have plan for cancellation or evacuation. 

4.4.1.6. Hazard Strategy for: Improperly sized equipment, improperly adjusted seat/handlebars or general over / under sized equipment / safety gear.
Prevention Solution: Fit everyone for a vehicle at the pre-trip meeting. Make necessary adjustments according to rider size and rider ability.

4.4.2. Risk Management for Human Hazards:

4.4.2.1. Hazard Strategy for: Lack of attention to surroundings.
Preventive Solution:  Inform customers of, and point out possible hazards, warn customers to stay alert and in control at all times.
4.4.2.2. Hazard Strategy for:  Improper usage of equipment.  Driving out of control and pushing equipment past its limits.
Preventive Solution:  Inform and instruct customer of proper use of equipment, continue to monitor customers during duration of trip to ensure they are using equipment properly.
4.4.2.3. Hazard Strategy for:  Improper clothing.  Ensure customer has proper clothing to protect them from the temperature, weather and elements.

Preventive Solution: Pre-trip inspection of clothing to ensure that customer is properly fitted and protected.

4.4.2.4. Hazard Strategy for:  Poor physical conditioning.  Age, weight, fitness level and general body structure may hinder ability to operate machines effectively.
Preventive Solution:  Advertise fitness level and amount of exertion required to participate in activity.  Pre-trip inspection of customer’s medical form and visual inspection of customers to ensure they are capable of handling the possibly strenuous activity. 

4.4.2.5. Hazard Strategy for: Inadequate fluid intake and dehydration.
Prevention Solution: Drink plenty of fluids; emphasize the importance of good physical condition and the physical demands of the activities.

4.4.2.6. Hazard Strategy for:  Physical Injury.  Elemental injuries such as sunburn and frostbite are possible as well as physical injuries due to accidents or contact with hot mechanical surfaces.
Preventive Solution:  Assure customers have proper protective clothing, inform them of dangerous areas such as hot surfaces on machines and instruct them to stay in control to avoid accidents.
